The general aim is to help students to be able to:

speak clearly to be heard and understood in straightforward exchanges; make
requests and ask questions to obtain information in everyday contexts; express
clearly statements of fact and short accounts and descriptions; ask questions to
clarify understanding; follow the main points and make appropriate contributions
discussions; make brief oral presentations in class (~1 min)
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There will be no Chinese units for this course
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Pronunciation — stress, intonation, emphasis, and cadence

Group role plays:  Acting out adverbs, simple sketches

Individual presentations: Favourite book/picture/song

Speaking topics: Everyday contexts. Topics of immediate interest to students.
Speaking functions: Straightforward exchanges, Longer discussions and
exchanges, Sharing basic opinions, Providing non-personal information
