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TR A The goal of this course is twofold. On the one hand, we would like to emphasize

the nature and essence of English listening and speaking. It would be treated as
two sides of a coin, which means that there is no essential separation, as was in the
traditional courses or textbooks, of listening and speaking.

Explicit listening strategies would be stronglyemphasized, and the empirical
studies in this area are also introduced. As for the speaking part, teaching
methodology developed since the beginning of Contrastive Analysis, Error
Analysis, Universal Markedness, and Speech Learning Model would be reviewed
and introduced.
