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SRR A This course is aimed to help students develop English speaking and listening skills
for daily communications. Students will learn to understand and communicate
about topics related to everyday situations including hobbies, appearances, daily
activities, directions, important life events, and etc.by focusing on basic
vocabulary, grammar and pronunciation skills. To build up their listening skills,
students will do a number of listening exercises by listening to short dialogues and
talks. They will also learn to talk about themselves, describe daily routines, ask
questions, and make simple requests. By participating in pair and group activities,
they will learn to take turns, negotiate meanings and maintain conversations in
English.
