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Eﬁiﬁ%iﬂi The common law and civil law systems are the products of two fundamentally
different approaches to the legal process. In civil law, the main principles and
rules are contained in codes and statutes. In the common law system, on the other
hand, the law has been dominantly created by judicial decisions. This course will
mainly focus on the introduction and comparison between Civil Law and
Common Law, specifically Taiwanese and American legal system.
This course is designed to give students an overview of these two distinct legal
systems. Students will learn most fundamental principles, procedures, cases and
current disputes in civil/common law including contracts and corporations. Class
participation is required. Students will be expected to read assigned material prior
to class and be able to respond to questions in class.
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The course will cover the following important topics:

. introduction to Civil Law and Common Law

. formation of a contract: offer, acceptance and contractual negotiation
. contract terms and performance

. breach of contract

. remedies for breach of contract
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. case summary and analysis
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
